Raymond Gaddy grew up in southwest Alabama and his work is strongly influenced by the stories he 
heard there during his youth. According to Gaddy, there is a long tradition of Southern storytellers, 
historians of the mundane.

The stories he presents are 
based on everyday experiences and observations because, as Gaddy puts it, ?The best stories have 
a history, a provenance, which gives them some gravity.? His artwork has been exhibited throughout 
the U.S and Europe and his work is in numerous collections including the College of Notre Dame of 
Maryland; The Savannah College of Art and Design; and the Library of Congress. Raymond is a 
recipient of a Pollock-Krasner Fellowship and a Joan Mitchell Grant.
